Arrive in Varanasi and transfer to your hotel. In the early morning, take a sunrise boat ride
on the Ganges as the riverfront wakes to prayers, rituals, and spiritual rhythms.Later,
explore Kashi Vishwanath Temple, Sarnath (where Buddha gave his first sermon), and
wander the narrow lanes filled with holy chants and incense.In the evening, withess the
dazzling Ganga Aarti at Dashashwamedh Ghat—a powerful spiritual finale to your journey.

Tour ends with drop-off at Varanasi airport or railway station for your onward connection.
